Tracy Sunrise just returned from a trip to Honduras.  They took 6 Interact 
members and 2 teachers from the high school with them.  While there, they 
poured 120 yards of cement and created murals and other wall art.  The group 
delivered sports equipment (soccer balls and uniforms) to one facility, and they 
clothed children at an Aids orphanage and provided books written in Spanish.  
This club already has plans in the works for their return trip next year.  Great 
work! 
 
DG Bob traveled to Somoto, Nicaragua last week to become familiar with the 
location where Area 8 (Merced, North Merced, Merced Sunrise, Atwater, 
Livingston) is doing a Matching Grant.  The Grant will provide generators to 
birthing units.  While it was a wonderful trip, I was acutely aware of the poverty 
(second only to Haiti) and the level of need in this country.  The average salary is 
$2.00 per day for a 12 hr. shift.  This will buy a subsistence level of rice and 
beans.  As some of you know, a woman who is fortunate enough to give birth in a 
medical facility often takes her baby home in newspaper because they do not 
have a blanket or clothing.  It is my hope to continue to explore ways in which 
Rotary can help this group of people.
