Thanks to excellent ticket sales 
by the members of Orestimba’s 
Interact Club, along with Yolo 
students, the January 28th YAP 
spaghetti take-out dinner made 

$3,750.  The YAP (Youth 
Against Polio) dinner was a 
project of the Rotary Club of 
Newman in cooperation with 

local schools. 

Throughout the world, Rotarians 
are working to raise funds to 

buy sufficient polio vaccine to 
eliminate polio world-wide.  The 

Newman club has pledged to 
raise $20,000 in a three year 

period (2002-2005).  The YAP 
dinner and the KAP (Kids 

Against Polio) dinner of October 

2002 have raised $6,760 toward 
that goal. 

Dinner Chair, Bob McConnell, 
thanked Interact Advisor, Lori 

Machado, and Interact President, 
Emily Cimino, for coordinating 
the high school student sales and 

for working the night of the 
take-out.  “With these school 
groups assisting us, Newman 
Rotary is well on the way to 

completing it’s $20,000 pledge 
by June 2005”, stated Interact 

president Cimino.   

“In cooperation with 
Newman Rotary, over 40 

of our club members 
collected PENNIES FOR 
POLIO as we ‘Trick or 
Treated’ on Halloween 
2003”, Cimino stated.

I'm writing to you from an 
organization called the Civic 
Education Project (CEP), an 
award-winning service-learning 
program run in collaboration with 
Northwestern University in 
Chicago, IL, and Johns Hopkins
