The award goes to Escalon Sunrise for increasing member-
ship by 36%! 

The highest number of new mem-
bers from July 1 through March 31st goes to Madera Rotary and to Turlock Sunrise.  Both 
clubs grew by net 8 members.  Madera Rotary has added 3 additional members since this re-
port period for a net of 11 new members. 

Governor Dick 
challenged the clubs to minimize losses to 8% or less and 34 clubs met that goal!
